Angola has been a member of the United Nations since December 1, 1976 and participates in all agencies within the UN system except the International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA), the International Development Association (IDA), the International Fund for Agricultural Development (IFAD), and the International Finance Corporation (IFC).
OTHER INFORMATION:
· Angola’s economy is based largely upon its mineral resources; oil exports accounted for 85% of Angola’s GDP and diamonds sales totaled for approximately US$1.1 billion in 2006.
· Angola is and active member in the Community of Portuguese-Language Nations (CPLP) and the Southern African Development Community (SADC).
RELATIONS WITH THE WESTERN HEMISPHERE:

· Overall trade between Angola and Latin American countries totaled approximately US$3.26 billion in 2009.

· Brazil:
· Brazil is Angola’s fifth largest trade partner, with roughly US$1.5 billion in 2009; Angola’s primary export to Brazil is crude oil.
· The two countries share a common language (Portuguese) and interact within the context of the CPLP.

· United States:

· The United States and Angola entered into a formal framework for trade and investment in May 2009. 

· The two countries have also held bilateral talks on energy, security cooperation and agricultural development.

· Venezuela:
· In July 2010, Angolan and Venezuelan state-owned oil companies signed a memorandum of understanding to create a collaborative oil venture.
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
