Priorities of Bosnia and Herzegovina Foreign Policy:
Bosnia and Herzegovina foreign policy has been aimed at promoting and preserving lasting peace, security, and a stable democracy and the integral development of the country. For the purpose of promoting its strategic interests, Bosnia and Herzegovina conducts its transparent foreign policy in line with the following priorities:

· Preservation and protection of independence, sovereignty and territorial integrity of Bosnia and Herzegovina within its internationally recognized borders;

· Full and consistent implementation of the General Peace Agreement (GPA);

· Participation of Bosnia and Herzegovina in multilateral activities, in particular, as part of the system of the United Nations (UN), the Council of Europe, the Organization for Security and Co-operation in Europe (OSCE), the Organization of Islamic Conference (OIC), etc. and

· Promotion of Bosnia and Herzegovina as a partner in international economic relations, and promotion of the activities aiming at the admission of Bosnia and Herzegovina into the World Trade Organization (WTO); 

Multilateral Involvement:
Bosnia and Herzegovina seeks to institutionalize its relations with the European Union in accordance with the Stabilization and Accession Process, the full implementation of which should contribute significantly to BiH integration into Europe.  It also works to develop its relations with the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO), especially through its participation in the Partnership for Peace (PfP).  Focusing especially on cooperation with the Non-Aligned Movement, of which Bosnia and Herzegovina is an observer, it seeks to broaden its cooperation with regional bodies including the OAS, the African Union, and the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN).
Involvement with the Western Hemisphere:
· Bosnia and Herzegovina has two Embassies established in the Western Hemisphere, one in United States and the other one in Canada.  It has preferential export regimes with both states; its primary exports are wood and wood products, equipment, and textiles, while its primary imports from the US are animal and vegetable fats, oil products, machinery, equipment, and optical, measuring, and medical instruments.  The United States government, through its Agency for International Development (USAID), has provided over US$1 billion in assistance to support economic, democratic and social progress in Bosnia and Herzegovina.  Between Bosnia and Herzegovina and the US there has been Defense Cooperation in bilateral agreements, defense reform and international military operations.
· Canada has supported Bosnia and Herzegovina with US$130 million in areas such as health, policing, mine action, human rights, and free media.  Canada has contributed over US$20 million since 1994 in different programs in areas such as refugee, returnee, and internally displaced person (IDP) issues.  This includes more than US$4 million since 2002 for mine clearance, mine detection dog training, victim assistance programs, and support to the UNDP’s Mine Action Centers throughout the country.  Also, since 1999, the Canadian International Demining Corps has since trained and provided more than 40 mine detection dogs for deployment in mine clearance operations in Bosnia and Herzegovina.
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
