FOREIGN POLICY OBJECTIVES

· China supports the establishment of a new international political and economic order and the creation of lasting peace and universal prosperity.
· China promotes the idea that developed countries should shoulder the responsibility to push forward world economic development, eliminate trade barriers, increase development aid, help countries deal with the financial crisis, and enhance cooperation with developing countries to jointly facilitate sustained recovery and development of the world economy.
· China pursues an independent foreign policy of peace. The basic objectives and components of this policy are:

· To safeguard the independence and sovereignty of the state;

· To drive for modernization and liberalization; and

· To protect world peace and promote common development.

ORGanization of American States:

On December 15, 2009, the OAS and China signed two Memoranda of Understanding, one establishing ten scholarships for higher education at Chinese institutions over a five-year period, and the other renewing China’s commitment to contribute $1 million over five years to OAS projects.

United Nations:

China became a member of the United Nations in 1945.  The United Nations in China has the following Joint Programs either under implementation, approved, or in the design or bidding stages:

· China Climate Change Partnership Framework;
· China Culture and Development Partnership Framework;
· UN Joint Program on AIDS in China;
· China Biodiversity Partnership Framework;
· China Gender Facility;
· UN China Appeal for Wenchuan Earthquake Early Recovery Support;
· Protecting and Promoting the Rights of China’s Vulnerable Young Migrants (approved in principle);
· Preventing and Responding to Domestic Violence in China (approved in principle);
· Improving Nutrition and Food Safety for China’s Most Vulnerable Women and Children (design and bidding); and
· Enhancing the role of China’s Private Sector in Pro-poor Growth and Sustainable Development (design and bidding).
Inter-American Development Bank:
· China is a formal member of the Inter-American Investment Corporation and the Multilateral Investment Fund.

· On January 2009, China formally joined the Inter-American Development Bank becoming the Bank’s 48th member nation, contributing $350 million to various programs. The funds will be distributed as follows:
· $125 million will be allocated to the IDB’s Fund for Special Operations, which provides soft loans to Bolivia, Guyana, Haiti, Honduras, and Nicaragua;

· $75 million will be allocated to multiple IDB grant funds to strengthen the institutional capacity of the state, including municipal governments and private sector institutions; 

· $75 million is destined for an equity fund to be administered by the Inter-American Investment Corporation (IIC), which lends to small and mid-sized private businesses; and

· $75 million is to be administered by the Multilateral Investment Fund, which focuses on micro enterprises.

COOPERATION WITH DEVELOPING COUNTRIES:
· China promotes relations with developing countries seeking mutually complementary economic, trade, scientific and technological cooperative channels, strengthening consultation and cooperation on international issues, and jointly safeguarding the rights and interests of developing countries, taking into account the Millennium Development Goals.

RELATIONS WITH THE WESTERN HEMISPHERE
:
· Antigua and Barbuda

· Diplomatic relations were established in 1983.
· In 2009, 15 students from Antigua and Barbuda were awarded scholarships to study in China.
· Argentina

· Diplomatic relations were established in 1972.
· In 2010, bilateral trade was valued at $12.9 billion

· China is working with Argentina to promote trade and economic cooperation, enhance exchanges in technology and cultural fields, and increase coordination in international affairs.
· Both countries have signed agreements related to China’s entry into the World Trade Organization (WTO).
· On February 2009, the Chinese Vice-Premier visited Argentina and:
· Signed accords to boost cooperation in agriculture, mining and bilateral trade; and

· Expressed thanks for Argentina’s support on the Taiwan and Tibet issues.
· On April 2009, The People's Bank of China signed a currency swap framework deal with the Central Bank of Argentina totaling roughly 70 billion Yuan ($10.2 billion).
· Bahamas

· Diplomatic relations were established in 1997 and cooperation accords related to education, culture, commerce and ocean shipping have been signed.
· On February 2009, the Chinese Vice-Premier visited The Bahamas to strengthen ties.

· Barbados

· Diplomatic relations were established in 1977.
· China has provided assistance in large development projects and scholarships to Barbadian students.
· China is working with Barbados to strengthen bilateral cooperation in culture, education, and tourism.

· Bolivia

· Diplomatic relations were established in 1985.
· The Chinese Government has provided Bolivia with economic and technical assistance, has helped develop seven projects, including well-drilling, a cultural center and a small hydropower station, and has carried out three agricultural cooperation projects.
· Agreements related to cooperation in education, culture, science and technology have been signed.

· Brazil

· Diplomatic relations were established in 1974.
· Human rights delegations of the two countries have exchanged visits to promote cooperation.
· Brazil supports China's application to become an observer to the Latin American Integration Association (ALADI).
· In 2009, China became Brazil’s first export destination country.
· China’s main exports to Brazil include electromechanical and technical equipment, and textiles. Brazilian imports to China include bean products, iron ore, paper pulp, leather, planes, and plastics.
· The two countries have signed cooperation agreements on agriculture, culture, education, hydraulic power generation, aviation, health, bio-engineering, nuclear energy, and space technology.
· On May 2009, both countries signed an agreement for China to invest $10 billion over the next five years in Brazil’s national energy company Petrobras to support exploration in the Atlantic and to increase crude oil exports to China.
· Canada

· Diplomatic relations were established in 1970.
· In 2009, trade volume totaled $29 billion. China and Canada aim to reach $60 billion by 2015.

· China is the fourth largest trade partner for Canada, and Canada is the tenth largest trade partner for China.
· The two countries have signed accords related to environment, energy and crime cooperation.
· The Canadian International Development Agency (CIDA) is currently developing with China a Country Development Programming Framework (2005-2010) to promote human rights, democratic development, good governance and environmental sustainability.
· Canada seeks to position itself as a preferred destination for Chinese immigrants, students, and visitors.
· Chile

· Chile was the first South American country to establish diplomatic relations in 1970.
· Chile has become China's third largest trading partner in Latin America.
· There are 51 Chilean investment projects in China, mainly engaged in shipping, clothing, chemical industry, construction materials, food and metal processing.
· The Chinese government has signaled its willingness to provide facilities for cooperation between enterprises of both sides and to promote mutual investment.
· The two countries are working together to strength cooperation in areas of culture, education, sports, health, science and technology, tourism, free trade, judiciary, social security, poverty and environment.
· In 2006, Chile and China signed a free trade agreement, Beijing’s first in South America.

· In 2009, trade volume reached $16.5 billion. 

· Colombia

· Diplomatic relations were established in 1980.
· In 2010, trade between China and Colombia totaled approximately $5 billion.

· China’s main exports to Colombia are electromechanical equipment, chemical products and textiles, and its main imports from Colombia are bananas and plastics.
· The two countries signed a number of agreements related to China’s entry in the WTO, cooperation in culture, education, science and technology, and criminal judicial assistance.
· Costa Rica

· Diplomatic relations were established in 2007.
· In 2007, China agreed to buy $300 million of Costa Rica Bonds.
· The two countries' cooperation priorities are in the creation of business communities, cultural bodies, scientific institutions, news media and local governments.
· China is fully funding the building of a new national soccer stadium in the capital.

· Dominica

· Diplomatic relations were established in 2004.
· China is working with Dominica to strengthen technical cooperation in fields such as agriculture, culture, development, education, health, sports, and tourism.
· Ecuador

· Diplomatic relations were established in 1980.
· In 2008, the countries’ trade volume increased to $2.38 billion, double that in 2007.

· China mainly imports agricultural products from Ecuador, and its main exports to Ecuador are light industrial products, industrial and agricultural tools and mechanical equipment.
· The countries have signed agreements related to economic, scientific and technological cooperation.
· In order to strengthen cooperation between the armed forces of both countries, China annually offers $882,000 in military support to the Ecuadorian armed forces.
· In February 2009, the Chinese Vice-Premier visited Ecuador to strengthen ties. 

· The countries signed four agreements of cooperation worth $25 million. China granted a credit line to Ecuador of 50 million Yuan ($7.3 million) to invest in the country's agricultural sector and trade;

· The State Bank of Ecuador and the China Development Bank signed an agreement to offer a credit of $18 million for Ecuador to finish the Ground Terminal Quitumbe in Quito.
· Grenada

· Diplomatic relations were established in 1985.
· In 2005, the Chinese Foreign Minister and Grenadian Foreign Minister signed the Joint Communiqué on the Resumption of Diplomatic Relations between the People’s Republic of China and Grenada.

· Guyana

· Diplomatic relations were established in 1972.
· China’s main exports are industrial and agricultural implements, textiles and light industrial products.
· The countries have signed agreements on trade, economic and technical cooperation, and the promotion and protection of investment.

· Jamaica

· Diplomatic relations were established in 1972.
· Jamaica is China’s largest trading partner in the English-speaking Caribbean.
· China major imports from Jamaica are cane sugar, aluminum and bauxite. China’s main exports are textiles and light industrial products.
· In February of 2009, the Chinese Vice-President held talks with the Jamaican Governor to further enhance the China-Jamaica partnership for common development.

· Mexico

· Diplomatic relations were established in 1972.
· In 2008, China was Mexico’s second largest trading partner, with bilateral trade increasing from $3 billion in 2000 to more than $24 billion in 2008.

· Mexico is China's second largest trading partner in Latin America.
· China's main export items to Mexico include electromechanical equipment, household appliances, textiles, and chemicals. China imports synthetic fibers, steel products, raw cotton, and plastics.
· Mexico has a high level of cultural exchange with China.
· In 2001, the two countries signed a bilateral agreement on China’s accession to the WTO.
· In February 2009, the Chinese Vice-President visited Mexico and proposed promoting bilateral economic and trade cooperation to promote cooperation in key fields, to strengthen the role enterprises, and to expand cooperation in world economic affairs.

· Peru

· Diplomatic relations were established in 1971.
· In 2007, trade volume totaled $6.01 billion.

· The two countries have signed agreements of cooperation related to China’s accession to the WTO, the environment, political consultation, culture, drug prohibition, and tourism.
· In 2008, the Chinese President visited the President of Peru to successfully conclude a free trade agreement (FTA) between the two countries, which took effect March 1, 2010.
· Saint Lucia

· Diplomatic relations were established in 1997.
· The two countries have signed agreements related to economic and technical cooperation.
· Suriname

· Diplomatic relations were established in 1976.
· On April 2009, two Agreements on Economic and Technological Cooperation were signed.

·  Trinidad and Tobago

· Diplomatic relations were established in 1974.
· In 2002, both countries signed agreements to promote investment and to cooperate on economic and technical matters.
· Uruguay

· Diplomatic relations were established in 1988.
· In 2010, trade volume totaled $2.639 billion, an increase of 69.3% from 2009.

· The two countries have signed agreements related to China’s entry into the WTO and cooperation in fishing and aquatic biological resources.
· China’s main imports are wool, leather and frozen fish from Uruguay and its exports are light industry products, textiles and hardware tools.
· United States

· Diplomatic relations were established in 1979.

· China is the US’ largest supplier of goods imports and is the US’ third largest goods export market.
· Total two-way trade between China and the United States grew from $33 billion in 1992 to over $457 billion in 2010.
· The U.S trade deficit with China is $273 billion.
· U.S. direct investment in China covers a wide range of manufacturing sectors, several large hotel projects, restaurant chains, and petrochemicals. U.S. companies have entered agreements establishing more than 20,000 equity joint ventures, contractual joint ventures, and wholly foreign-owned enterprises in China.
· More than 100 U.S.-based multinationals have projects in China. Cumulative U.S. investment in China is estimated at $49.4 billion through the end of 2010.
· The United States has engaged with China in the Strategic Economic Dialogue (SED). The SED is a biannual event, focusing on three major themes:
· Maintaining sustainable growth without large trade imbalances; 

· Continued opening of markets to trade, competition, and investment; and

· Cooperation on energy security, energy efficiency, and the environmental and health impacts.

· China has offered public support for the war on terrorism and has partnered with the U.S. on several counterterrorism efforts. The countries have commenced a counterterrorism dialogue, most recently in November 2005, focused on the threat of WMDs falling into the hands of terrorist.
· The countries have cooperated in law enforcement issues, including computer crime, intellectual property rights, human trafficking, and corruption. The most recent meeting of the U.S.- China Joint Liaison Group on law enforcement cooperation took place in Washington in June 2007.
· Both countries play an important role in the new multilateral energy initiatives, such as the Asia-Pacific Partnership.

· Venezuela

· Diplomatic relations were established in 1974.
· In 2009, bilateral trade reached $7.15 billion.
· The countries have signed agreements related to culture, economics, engineering, energy, mineral, and technical cooperation.
· In 2007, both countries established the Joint Investment Fund with an initial capital of $6 billion for various development projects in both countries and a joint technical office between Venezuela’s Social Development Bank and the Chinese Development Bank to direct future strategic development projects in infrastructure, industry and energy.
· In 2008, President Chavez visited China. The countries signed twelve new cooperative deals in trade, oil, finance, education, justice, telecommunications, and infrastructure;

· The presidents agreed to increase consultations aimed at safeguarding the rights of developing countries in multi-lateral organizations and regarding global issues;

· Cooperative project agreements were signed in the energy sector, including an increased participation of the Chinese oil company in Venezuela’s vast Orinoco reserves; and

· China and Venezuela agreed to double the amount of capital in their joint investment fund, bringing the total to $12 billion.

· In February 2009, the Chinese Vice-President visited Venezuela and proposed the countries focus on strengthening common development, political trust, and general cooperation, as well as collaboration in the areas of energy and finance.  The cooperation potential in agriculture, infrastructure and high-tech, as well as the promotion of projects in the housing, railway, telecommunication and electric power sectors was also discussed.
· The leaders signed a Memorandum of Understanding for the Creation of the Venezuela-China Business Committee to promote economic relations, services, tourism and investment between public and private entrepreneurs of both countries.

In a speech on January 16, 2010, before the Forum for East Asia-Latin America Cooperation (FEALAC), the Foreign Minister of China outlined three areas where China seeks greater cooperation with the LAC region: achieving complete global recovery from the recent and ongoing economic crisis; promoting environmental protection and sustainable development; and engaging in social fields such as employment and capacity-building through education and healthcare.
