Foreign Ministry – goals/responsibilities:
Croatia’s basic foreign policy aims are the preservation and strengthening of peace and understanding between countries and nations, strengthening of Croatia’s international position, creation of conditions for the realization of basic strategic priorities by joining the European and transatlantic political, security and economic integrations, fulfillment of the assumed international obligations, solving of all issues remaining after the breakup of the former Yugoslavia, establishing good neighborly relations and co-operation with neighbor countries based on the principles of equality and reciprocity, establishing friendly relations with the most important actors and countries in the world, strengthening Croatia’s economic position, and promoting Croatia’s general image.

United Nations:
After the 2002 ECOSOC presidency, Croatia was elected in 2007, in accordance with the activity development strategy, a non-permanent UN Security Council member for the 2008-2009 period, in its wish to contribute though its experience to the solving of international crisis. From an object of the international politics, Croatia has become an active subject in solving the global problems. As of December 2010, Croatia contributes 137 troops, police, and experts to 10 UN peacekeeping operations throughout the world.
NORTH ATLANTIC TREATY ORGANIZATION (NATO):
On April 2, 2009, Croatia formally acceded to the North Atlantic Treaty.  Prior to accession, Croatia had contributed significant logistical support to the Alliance’s operations in Kosovo, and had contributed approximately 300 personnel to operations in Afghanistan.  This was accompanied by broad cooperation with the Alliance in terms of science and the environment, civil emergency planning, defense and security sector reform, and public diplomacy.
Involvement with the Western Hemisphere:
· Argentina: In 2007, Croatia signed a Program of Cultural and Educational Cooperation until 2010 with Argentina.
· Mexico: In 2008, Croatia established a Memorandum of Understanding between its Ministry of Foreign Affairs and European Integration and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Mexico for the Establishment of Political Consultations on Issues of Mutual Interest.

· Peru: In 2003, Croatia signed Agreement on co-operation between Diplomatic Academy of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Croatia and Diplomatic Academy of Peru.
· United States: The United States has given more than $13.4 million since 1998 in humanitarian demining assistance (Croatia hopes to remove an estimated one million remaining mines by 2010). The United States also has provided additional financial assistance to Croatia through the Southeastern European Economic Development Program (SEED) to facilitate democratization and restructuring of Croatia's financial sector, largely through programs managed by USAID. Most SEED funding and USAID programs in Croatia are scheduled to conclude in 2008.
· Uruguay: In 2007, Croatia signed with Uruguay an Agreement on Co-operation in the fields of Culture, Science, and Education.
