Council of Europe:

Cyprus has been a member of the Council of Europe from its independence. Cyprus has contributed to the implementation of the Council’s founding principles and values, particularly in the area of safeguarding and promoting the fundamental human and social rights of the individual. Close cooperation also exists between Cyprus and the Council of Europe in the fields of education, culture and health as well as on many other technical and specialized matters.
Involvement with the Western Hemisphere:
· Cuba: In September 2008 Cyprus’ Foreign Minister made an official visit to Cuba and was received by his Cuban peer, and they agreed on try to strengthen economic relations between both countries.

· Mexico: Cyprus has an Embassy in Mexico which also serves Bolivia, Colombia, Costa Rica, Cuba, the Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Panama and Peru. Also, in 1994 Mexico and Cyprus signed an Agreement on cultural, educational, and scientific cooperation.

· United States: In 2002, Cyprus and the United States signed a Mutual Legal Assistance Treaty, which facilitates bilateral cooperation in the fight against global terrorism, organized crime, drug-trafficking and related violent crimes.

The United States runs a trade surplus with Cyprus, on the order of US$100.6 million in 2006 (exports of US$111.0 million versus imports of US$10.5 million). Principal US goods imports by Cyprus include office machines and data processing equipment, electrical appliances, optical, measuring, and medical equipment.   The principal Cyprus exports to the US consist of dairy products, fresh fish, and mineral substances.
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
