Foreign Ministry – Goals/Areas of Responsibility:
The main focus of the Danish Foreign Ministry is to work for Denmark’s interest and values abroad by:
· Furthering freedom, security, and welfare of Danes in a more peaceful and just world;
· Help to provide development and growth for all;
· Provide service to the developing world;
· Increase trade between Denmark and developing world;
· Prevent, educate, and provide relief from HIV/AIDS; and
· Reducing armed conflicts and responding to consequences of manmade and natural disasters.
Denmark actively supports the International Initiative for the Heavily Indebted Poor Countries (HIPC Initiative) by:
· Working to ensure developing countries gain access to technological advancements;
· Promoting access of developing countries to international markets;

· Supporting international organizations with similar policy objectives; 
· Holding the World Bank and the International Monetary Fund to a more poverty-oriented policy; and
· Allocating approximately 0.52% of its GNP to the world’s poorest countries.

International Development Cooperation Program of Denmark:
The main focus of the Danish IDC program is to strengthen the fight against world poverty. Using the promotion of sustainable development through poverty-oriented economic growth, Denmark seeks to provide proactive and focused participation to address the changing needs of the developing world in order to strengthen the right of all human beings to live a life of freedom and dignity. To reach this objective, Denmark’s IDC Program, “Freedom from Poverty Freedom to Change,” has set the following goals:
· Strengthening economic growth and employment;
· Promoting freedom, democracy, and human rights;
· Increasing and promoting gender equality;
· Enhancing efforts in conflict zones to address stability and fragility; and
· Strengthening climate and environment policies.
Bilaterally, Denmark works with 15 Program Countries in Asia, Africa, and Latin America. 65% of Danish bilateral development assistance is allocated to these Program Countries.  Denmark cooperates with organizations of the UN (UNAIDS, UNICEF, UNFPA, UNESCO), the World Trade Organization, the World Bank, and other development banks.  Furthermore, Denmark works with the European Union’s Common Foreign and Security Policy (CFSP) and Common Development Assistance Policy (CDAP), including EU-MERCOSUR, EU-Mexico, and the Asia-Europe Meeting.
Latin America receives approximately 12.23% of total bilateral aid assistance.  Bolivia and Nicaragua are included in Denmark’s 15 “Program Countries”.  Sectors of assistance to Bolivia include agriculture, the environment, and indigenous peoples.  Sectors of assistance to Nicaragua include agriculture, transport, and the environment.  Approximately US$4.57 million was allocated in transitional assistance to Guatemala over the course of the past several years.  
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
