The main focus of Polish development assistance is reducing poverty and inequality, in addition to eliminating hunger. Apart from development assistance, other types of Polish foreign assistance include support for the processes of building democracy and strong civil society. As a signatory to the Millennium Challenge Declaration, Poland is also committed to seeing through the achievement of the Millennium Challenge goals.

Poland Implemented a strategy (2007-2013) for foreign assistance no longer strictly limited to development assistance sensu stricto, but also including activities promoting democracy in the Eastern Europe countries. 

RELATIONS WITH THE WESTERN HEMISPHERE:
The Polish generally link their relations with Latin America to Ignacy Domeyko, a Polish patriot that fought in the country’s independence and lived in exile in Chile. Poland maintains diplomatic ties with all Latin American countries. Poland does not hold any specific bilateral or trilateral agreements with any Latin American countries, although the country views the region as an important trading partner. 
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
