INTERNATIONAL DEVELOPMENT COOPERATION PROGRAM OF SWEDEN:
· Sweden’s 2011 development budget is $5.55 billion, representing 1% of GNI.
· Bilateral aid is administered by the Swedish International Development Cooperation Agency (Sida), while multilateral cooperation is largely dealt with through the Ministry for Foreign Affairs.

· The overall target of Sweden’s development assistance is to ensure that those in poverty have the ability to improve their living conditions through equitable and sustainable global development.
· Development cooperation focuses on five priority areas: democracy, human rights and gender equality; economic opportunities; knowledge, health and social development; sustainable development; and human security.

· Latin American development assistance focuses on direct support to Bolivia, Colombia, Guatemala, and Nicaragua to reduce corruption in public administration, provide microloans to women, and promote peace and stability.

INVOLVEMENT WITH THE WESTERN HEMISPHERE:

· Argentina

· Bilateral trade reached $299.4 million in 2007, with Swedish exports valued at $215.7 million and Argentinean exports valued at $83.7 million. Sweden exports telecommunications equipment, electric generators, and electrical equipment; Sweden imports copper ore, fruit, wine, and meat.
· 40 Swedish companies are in Argentina.

· Bolivia
· Sweden and Bolivia have signed a cooperation framework for 2009-2013 focusing on education, democratic governance and human rights, and climate change mitigation.

· On October 11, 2011, Sweden and the Ministry of Planning and Development and Ministry of Education of Bolivia signed an agreement in the area of access to public education. Sweden will contribute $18.8 million for the period 2010-2014.

· Bolivian students may apply to the Sweden Institute Study Scholarships for university scholarships.
· Brazil
· Since 2009, Sweden has a strategic partnership with Brazil in the areas of trade, bioenergy, science, and climate change.

· Over 200 Swedish companies employ 50,000 people and are responsible for an annual turnover of $23 billion (2007).
· Canada

· Bilateral trade reached $2.57 billion in 2010, with Swedish exports valued at $473 million and Canadian exports valued at $2.1 billion. Sweden exports machinery, pharmaceutical products, and vehicles; Sweden imports mainly ores and electrical machinery.
· In May 2010, Sweden and Canada signed an agreement for cooperation in science and technology.

· Canada is a country of particular interest for Swedish bioenergy technology export.

· The Canada-Sweden Youth Exchange Program offers opportunities for students to work and study in Sweden.

· Chile

· Bilateral trade reached $789.3 million in 2010, with Swedish exports valued at $351.35 million and Chilean exports valued at $437.95 million. Sweden exports machinery, industrial equipment and automobiles, while Chile exports minerals (primarily copper) and wine.

· Sweden and Chile have signed cooperation agreements on mining, forestry, and renewable energy.

· Colombia

· For the period 2011-2013, Sweden plans to contribute $23.89 million annually to support peace building, conflict management, and mitigation of the effects of conflict in addition to human rights, international humanitarian law, and good governance.
· Guatemala

· For the period 2008-2012, Sweden plans to contribute $26.2 million annually to support democratic governance and human rights, pro-poor sustainable growth in less developed areas, and health.

· Honduras

· In December 2011, Honduras will no longer receive development assistance from Sweden.

· Mexico

· Swedish exports to Mexico typically reach $770 million and Mexican exports to Sweden typically reach $154 million.

· Over 100 Swedish corporations have a presence in Mexico.

· Nicaragua

· In December 2011, Nicaragua will no longer receive development assistance from Sweden.

· United States of America

· In 2006, Sweden launched what is now known as the Swedish-American Green Alliance (SAGA) with an initial fund of $200 million to promote commercial partnerships for alternative energies.

· Sweden contributes about 500 troops the International Security Assistance Force (ISAF) in Afghanistan and in March 2006 assumed leadership of the Provincial Reconstruction Team in Mazar-e-Sharif.
