DEPARTMENT FOR INTERNATIONAL DEVELOPMENT (DFID) OF THE UNITED KINGDOM:
· The main goals of DFID, in the framework of the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) are to ensure all children receive basic education; promote sexual equality and the rights of women; decrease child mortality and improve the health conditions of mothers; combat HIV/AIDS, malaria and other diseases; respond to natural and man-made emergencies; protect the environment; improve global cooperation; and eradicate extreme poverty and hunger.
· 43% of total DFID assistance funding goes through multilateral agencies such as the World Bank, the United Nations, the World Trade Organization (WTO), and the European Union.
· DFID works bilaterally with 150 countries worldwide. In Latin America and the Caribbean, those countries are Barbados, Brazil, Guyana, Jamaica, and Nicaragua.
OTHER INVOLVEMENT IN LATIN AMERICA AND THE CARIBBEAN:
· The Americas Division of the Foreign and Commonwealth Office aims to:

· Improve bilateral relations with 21 countries in the Americas and with the regional bodies of the OAS and Mercosur; and
· Promote a Caribbean Single Market Economy (CSME).
FOREIGN AND COMMONWEALTH OFFICE GOALS/AREAS OF RESPONSIBILITY:
· Overall aim of the Office is “to work for UK interests in a safe, just and prosperous world”

· Security and good governance of the UK’s overseas territories

· Promotion of human rights

· Protection from illegal immigration

· Trade policy

INVOLVEMENT IN LATIN AMERICA:

· Barbados, Guyana and Jamaica

· In the Caribbean region, the United Kingdom plans to spend $31.1 million per year through 2015.
· Top development priorities in the Caribbean are creating employment opportunities, making it easier for women to start business, improving security by providing assistance to police forces, and helping people cope better with natural disasters and climate change.
· Bolivia

· Main areas of cooperation are climate change, citizen security and human rights.

· UK companies are active in the hydrocarbons sector, power generation and manufacturing.
· Brazil
· DFID works in partnership with Brazil in the areas of growth and trade, conflict and security, climate change and sustainable development, but does not have programs in Brazil.
· Canada

· Bilateral trade was $21 billion in 2009. The United Kingdom imported mainly gold, uranium, nickel, and aircraft and telecommunications equipment.
· Both countries are members of NATO and cooperate in Afghanistan.

· Chile

· Cooperation priorities are climate change and energy.

· Chile is one of three Latin American countries with which the United Kingdom holds regular High Level Political Talks.

· The United Kingdom is a major investor in the mining industry in Chile.

· Colombia

· The United Kingdom supports efforts in confronting drugs, armed conflict, abuses of human rights and social inequality.

· Costa Rica

· The major area of cooperation is climate change.

· The United Kingdom has funded the creation of a specialist climate change centre at Costa Rica’s National Biodiversity Institute.

· Ecuador

· Priority areas are human rights and climate change.

· Since 2005, the United Kingdom has contributed $1.244 million to the Darwin Initiative to protect biodiversity in the Galápagos and develop a sustainable conservation network for primates in the north west of Ecuador.

· Mexico

· The Sustainable Development Dialogue priorities agreed between the United Kingdom and Mexico are: national governance for sustainable development; climate change and energy; sustainable tourism; sustainable consumption and production; sustainable urban development and/or sustainable cities; and natural resources management.

· The Strategic Programmes Fund (SPF) in Mexico promotes the transition to a sustainable economy and respect for human rights. Over $6.55 million has been invested since 2003.

· Peru

· Priority areas are climate change, security, sustainable development, and defense.

· The annual development cooperation budget is $24.55 million to prevent and treat tuberculosis and HIV/AIDS and promote good governance and economic justice initiatives.

· The United Kingdom is the second largest foreign investor in Peru.

· United States of America

· In 2010, bilateral trade was $98.3 billion. The countries share the world’s largest foreign direct investment partnership, totaling $875 billion in 2008.

· UK action in Afghanistan focuses on strengthening Afghan leadership and governance, building security and promoting development.

· Venezuela

· The Bilateral Co-operation Fund financed 11 projects in 2009-2010 with a budget of $124,392 to contribute to the strategic areas of access to justice, sustainable development, good governance, and human rights.
